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Article 1
The Regulations are established with the aim of enhancing the creative standards at CYCU and expanding its publication of creative  achievements, thereby strengthening the university’s reputation.
Article 2
Any CYCU full-time faculty member who meets the following requirements may apply for the awards:
I.
The applicant must have either a showcase work published in the previous year (from January 1st to December 31st) that was subject to systematic review, a solo exhibition work created in the past one or two years, or a work featured in a thematic group exhibition created within the past three years.
II.
The showcase of the submitted creative work must be a work of design, planning, art, literature, music or performing art that was subject to systematic review.
III.
Each creative work shall be submitted by only one individual for the awards (no other applicant may submit the same work). Each work may only be submitted once, even if it has been published in multiple countries.
IV.
The aforementioned work showcases must be formally documented in CYCU’s faculty research and creative achievement publication system, specifying the year and month of publication.
Article 3
The submitted work must be credited with “Chung Yuan Christian University” as the name of the institution in the relevant showcase information.
Article 4
The award period spans one year, and applicants may submit their applications every year. The award categories and amounts are as follows:
I.
Award categories:
(I)
Category I Award:
1.
Invited to participate in international or large-scale and well-known events, such as international thematic exhibitions, showcases of literary, musical, or dramatic talent, and design or creativity exhibitions, with media coverage, professional magazine reviews, or published albums.
2.
Invited to hold solo exhibitions or showcases in renowned foreign art museums, galleries, concert halls, theaters and corporate art foundation exhibition space, with media coverage, professional magazine reviews, or published albums.
(II)
Category II Award:
1.
Invited to hold solo exhibitions or showcases in national art and cultural venues, with media coverage, professional magazine reviews, or published albums.
2.
Participated in and won large-scale foreign nominated awards or prominent national public competitions that involve a public evaluation process, and had the works published in the media, professional magazines, or on the competition organizer’s website.
(III)
Category III Award:
1.
Held solo exhibitions, thematic exhibitions and personal showcases in public and private art museums and large performance venues, domestic and international, with media coverage, professional magazine reviews, or published albums.
2.
Participated in and won prominent local public competitions that involve a public evaluation process, and had the works published in the media, professional magazines, or on the competition organizer’s website.
(IV)
Category IV Award:
1.
Individuals who have held solo exhibitions at renowned local performance venues, galleries, public community cultural centers, university arts centers or professional public performance spaces, domestic and international, with media coverage, professional magazine reviews, or published albums.
2.
Individuals who have collections of works, performance recordings, or audio materials officially published by renowned institutions.
II.
Award amounts and cumulative award mechanism:
(I)
The cumulative maximum number of showcases for the Category I Award is five. The initial award amount for the Category I Award is NT$70,000, with a subsequent award amount of NT$35,000 for each additional showcase. NT$25,000 will be granted for each additional Category II Award showcase, while NT$15,000 will be granted for each additional Category III Award showcase.
(II)
The cumulative maximum number of showcases for the Category II Award is four. The initial award amount for the Category II Award is NT$50,000, with a subsequent award amount of NT$25,000 for each additional showcase. NT$15,000 will be granted for each additional Category III Award showcase.
(III)
The cumulative maximum number of showcases for the Category III Award is three. The initial award amount for the Category III Award is NT$30,000, with a subsequent award amount of NT$15,000 for each additional showcase.
(IV)
The award amount for the Category IV Award is non-cumulative, with a maximum of NT$15,000 granted for each showcase.
The award amounts and cumulative number under the Regulations shall be calculated with the awards outlined in the “CYCU Regulations Governing the Faculty Research Achievement Awards” and shall not exceed the aforementioned cumulative limits on submitted showcases and award amounts.
Article 5
If the total amount applied for by the whole university exceeds the annual budget, the actual awarded amount will be determined by the Research Advocacy Committee in accordance with the annual budget, the total amount applied for, and the actual total awarded amount in the previous year. The Committee will formulate a relative percentage value and multiply the original award amount calculated in accordance with the Regulations by the percentage value to determine the actual awarded amount, thereby implementing the spirit of the budget system.
Article 6
If a creative achievement eligible for the awards under the Regulations is jointly produced by faculty at CYCU, and the main author (such as the corresponding author or the first author of a paper) has been awarded as a distinguished professor of CYCU, other co-authors may not apply for the awards for the same creative work under the Regulations.
Article 7
The award amounts received by faculty for creative achievements may be used as a fee for teaching hour reduction in accordance with the following provisions:
I.
Applications may be submitted with the prior approval by the unit supervisor, provided that normal teaching activities remain unaffected.
II.
The awards may be combined with the award amounts of the “CYCU Regulations Governing the Faculty Research Achievement Awards” and the “CYCU Guidelines for the Research and Academia-Industry Collaboration Project Award” for teaching hour reduction. Each faculty member may reduce their required teaching hours by up to a maximum of 4 hours per academic year.
III.
If the budget remains unused due to special circumstances after the application has been approved, the reserved funds will revert to CYCU unless legitimate reasons are provided.
Article 8
The awards will be automatically terminated upon resignation and will not apply to faculty members who have reached retirement age, except in cases of special circumstances approved by the President upon prior review and approval by the Research Advocacy Committee.
Article 9
Applicants shall submit their applications before the specified deadline. Each application shall first be approved by the unit supervisor and then forwarded to the Research Advocacy Committee for review. Upon review and approval by the Committee, the application will be submitted to the President for final approval and subsequently forwarded to the Office of Human Resources for annual disbursement in October each year.
Article 10
If a creative achievement awarded by CYCU is found to violate academic ethics or involve a repeated application, all awards for the applicant’s creative achievements in the current year will be revoked.
Article 11
The Regulations have been enforced upon approval by the School Administration Council and promulgated by the President. The same procedure shall apply to any subsequent amendments.
